Large Addressable Market: VLN operates in numerous large markets with a
combined TAM of approximately $5.5 billion. The biggest near-term
opportunities are in the Automotive segment, Pro-AV subsegment, and Industrial
Machine Vision subsegment with estimated TAMs of $4.5 billion, $350 million,
and $460 million, respectively.

Proven Technology: Valens has 17 years of experience delivering standard-
setting technology, supported by over 120 patents. In the automotive sector,
Valens has established a long-term relationship with Mercedes-Benz and was
recently awarded three design wins with leading European OEMs in addition to
ongoing field trials with Stoneridge, a leading global supplier to the transportation
industry. The Company is also a Co-Founder of the HDBaseT Alliance, which
has over 200 members, headlined by Samsung, LG, and Sony. These proven
technologies are the cornerstone of VLN’s value proposition.

EBTIDA of ($4.9)M to ($4.3)M. This implies full year 2024 revenue
guidance of $57.2M to $57.5M and full year adj. EBITDA guidance of ($22.3)M
to ($21.4)M. Full year 2025 revenue guidance is expected to range between

Key Milestones: Valens Semiconductor has
achieved several significant milestones since its
inception. In 2010, the Company revolutionized the
AV industry with the introduction of its HDBaseT
technology, which quickly became the industry
standard for long-reach video connectivity. This
innovation allows for the transmission of ultra-high-
definition video, audio, Ethernet, USB, and control
signals over a single 100 meter category cable. In
2016, the first design win for their automotive
chipsets was announced with initial sales to
Mercedes-Benz starting in 2019.

$4.5 billion, with over 95 million cars produced annually, each potentially using up to 12 connectivity links.

Given the Company’s existing position as a technological leader, we are optimistic that VLN will be able to execute
its growth strategy. This is further de-risked by the Company’s robust balance sheet lending to its ability to leverage
macro tailwinds and be strategic when adding accretive opportunities. We believe that the Company’s equity is
significantly undervalued and that there is significant upside potential to be realized over the coming quarters and
years. We expect further upside from potential M&A transactions to contribute an additional $30-$40 million in
revenue to the Company by 2029. We expect VLN to target companies that are revenue generating with a path to
profitability.

We use a DCF Model and EV/Revenue comp analysis to guide our valuation. When we combine these valuation results
it returns a median range of $4.56 to $5.48 with a mid-point of $4.99. We believe this premium over current market
prices is reasonable due to the Company's technological leadership and significant catalyst on the horizon, further
supported by the current gross margin of 59.8%, compared to median comps of 53.9%.

EV/EBITDA of 2.5x compared to comps at an average of 10.5x. We are using our F25 expected Revenue, and an
EV/Revenue range of 5.0x to 6.0x with a midpoint of 5.5x which moves VLN closer to comp companies. This arrives at
a valuation range of $4.70 to $5.39 with a mid-point of $5.05.
